Swimming is part of the NZ Curriculum and children must participate init. Children can be excused for medical
reasons if a note is provided by a doctor. Children who have a note from a doctor will be sent to another room
with work during their class swimming time. General illness is not an excuse as children must be kept at home
if they are unwell to reduce the risk of the illness spreading to classmates. Children who do not have their togs
will be asked by their classroom teacher to ring their parents at home or work to bring their togs to school.

Children need to have approved swim wear for classes.

Girls: 1 or 2 piece

Boys: Lined swim wear
Rash suits are allowable but must finish above knee, sleeve to finish above elbow. Hair tied back off face.
Goggles are provided by West End Aquatics although are children are encouraged to have their own.

Showers to be used only in exceptional and agreed circumstances. Parents need to communicate this need to
the classroom teacher first who will then discuss with the pool management on duty that day.

If you wish to watch your child’s swimming lessons you will need to be seated near the changing rooms for
seniors or the end of the pool for juniors. If you pick your child up from the pool then you need to leave via the
back door not the front door.
